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In general, where questions have previously asked what caused the femoral fracture etc, this
has been generalised for all falls. For example, where in v5 Q2.2 stated, ‘Time and date of fall
which caused the femoral fracture’ is now in v6 Q2.3 ‘Time and date of the fall’.
